Understanding these complex relationships is the reason federal prosectwtater s o
there is a need for Expert Witnesses. Activists nationally are studying this document

and the trial of the Holy Land Foundation financial terrorist front for Hamas , which
provides the fed erally accepted evidence that the MSA is in fact a re cruiting front for
Hamas and the Muslim Brotherhood.

The Equal Access Act

A Section 4071. Denial of equal access prohibited

A (a) Restriction of limited open forum on basis of
religious, political, philosophical, or other speech
context prohibited. It shall be unlawful for any
public secondary school which receives Federal
financial assistance and which has a limited
open forum to deny equal access or a fair
opportunity to, or discriminate against, any
students who wish to conduct a meeting within
that limited open forum on the basis of the
religious, political, philosophical, or other content
of the speech at such meetings.

Index
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Definition of Limited Open Forum

A 20 U.S.C. § 4071(b) "Limited open forum"
defined. A public secondary school has a
limited open forum whenever such school
grants an offering to or opportunity for one
or more noncurriculum related student
groups to meet on school premises during
noninstructional time.

It is probable that the Muslim Students Association (MSA) is existing legall

some schools as a olimited open forumé,

any functions of the club managed by school staff, or the club has staff
participate in events (such as prayer meetings) or if the club is associated with
any curriculum (such as being offered as an educational resource by a course
instructor), the club becomes curriculum related and school promoted,

potentially allowing for the club to NOT be subject to 4071(b). This sort of

school endorsement of the MSA, which promotes itself as a religious
organization is illegal and may lead to the school loosing federal funding.

Definition of Noninstructional Time

A20 U.S.C. § 4072(4) The term
"noninstructional time" means time
set aside by the school before actual
classroom instruction begins or after
actual classroom instruction ends.

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Safe Harbor Provision

A 20 U.S.C. § 4071(c) Fair opportunity criteria. Schools
shall be deemed to offer a fair opportunity to students
who wish to conduct a meeting within its limited open
forum if such school uniformly provides that--

A (1) the meeting is voluntary and student-initiated;

A (2) there is no sponsorship of the meeting by the school,
the government, or its agents or employees;

A (3) employees or agents of the school or government are
present at religious meetings only in a nonparticipatory
capacity;

A (4) the meeting does not materially and substantially

interfere with the orderly conduct of educational activities
within the school; and

A (5) nonschool persons may not direct, conduct, control,
or regularly attend activities of student groups.

It can be proven that members of teaching staff such as Professor Sami al Arian
and other school employees nationally participated with the MSA, and thus the
MSA is in violation of 20 U.S.C. sect 4071(c)(2,3)

Definition of Meeting

A20 U.S.C. § 4072(3) The term
"meeting" includes those activities of
student groups which are permitted
under a school's limited open forum
and are not directly related to the
school curriculum.
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Definition of Sponsorship

A 20 U.S.C. § 4072(2) The term
"sponsorship" includes the act of
promoting, leading, or participating in a
meeting. The assignment of a teacher,
administrator, or other school employee to
a meeting for custodial purposes does not
constitute sponsorship of the meeting.

Order and Student Well-being

A 20 U.S.C. § 4071(f) Authority of schools with
respect to order, discipline, well-being, and
attendance concerns. Nothing in this title [20
U.S.C. § 4071 et seq.] shall be construed to limit
the authority of the school, its agents or
employees, to maintain order and discipline on
school premises, to protect the well-being of
students and faculty, and to assure that
attendance of students at meetings is voluntary.

The MSA has been identified in federal court as an affiliate of Hamas and a

front for the illegal totalitarian party, the Muslim Brotherhood. These two

illegal organizations endanger the well -being of students an  d faculty. Itis the
mandate of the school and its agents to protect the well -being of the students
and faculty by taking reasonable steps to address the serious concerns and

illegal activities identified in the 2007 federally accepted terrorism evidence

showing the MSA is in violation of multiple terrorist related legislation

including Executive Order 12947 which made it illegal to affiliate with Hamas.

Federally accepted evidence proves that participation with MSA is a typical
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method of being recruited into the Hamas Military Wing, and is the process in

which leadership in the club are enrolled into the illegal totalitarian political
organization, the Muslim Brotherhood.

Limitations on Coverage

A 20 U.S.C. § 4071(d) Nothing in this title [20 U.S.C. § 4071 et seq.]
shall be construed to authorize the United States or any State or
political subdivision thereof--

(1) to influence the form or content of any prayer or other religious
activity;

(2) to require any person to participate in prayer or other religious
activity;

(3) to expend public funds beyond the incidental cost of providing
the space for student-initiated meetings;

(4) to compel any school agent or employee to attend a school
meeting if the content of the speech at the meeting is contrary to the
beliefs of the agent or employee;

(5) to sanction meetings that are otherwise unlawful;

(6) to limit the rights of groups of students which are not of a
specified numerical size; or

A (7) to abridge the constitutional rights of any person.
